FINDINGS OF FACT

A. The Lakeland Shores City Council held a public hearing on May 5, 2005 on the petitioner of Paul Earney to vacate a portion of Quinlan Avenue North, formerly Fifth Street, located within the City of Lakeland Shores, legally described as follows:

The easterly 33 feet of Quinlan Avenue North, formerly Fifth Street, plat of Lakeland City, lying south of the south line of 2nd Street North, and north of the south line extended of Tract “A” Registered Land Survey No. 116, according to the survey now on file with the Washington County Recorder.
B. Pursuant to Minn. Stat. §412.851, the City Council may vacate a street when it appears in the public interest to do so.  The City has not maintained the portion of Quinlan Avenue North, formerly Fifth Street, that it is considering vacating.  The area proposed to be vacated contains a City water main and has been used for biking and pedestrian traffic.
C. The City complied with the publication and notice requirements of Minn. Stat. §412.851.

D. The City Council for the City of Lakeland Shores finds that the proposed vacation is in the interest of the public because vacation of the street will increase the tax revenue of the City of Lakeland Shores, and that any publicly needed easements can be retained.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF LAKELAND SHORES AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the City of Lakeland Shores does hereby vacate all that portion of Quinlan Avenue North, formerly Fifth Street, legally described as follows:

The easterly 33 feet of Quinlan Avenue North, formerly Fifth Street plat of Lakeland City, lying south of the south line of 2nd Street North, and north of the south line extended of Tract “A” Registered Land Survey No. 116, according to the survey now on file with the Washington County Recorder, subject to and retaining a public easement for water main purposes and for public pedestrian and bicycle path use.

2. That the property, upon vacation, reverts to and shall become part of Tract “A” Registered Land Survey No. 116.

Statute 412.851.
